CONDITIONS OF SPONSORSHIP
1. The Minimum bid that will be accepted is £300 per site. This is to cover      associated costs including administration and the installation of the signage.
2. The amount offered by the bidders, when accepted by the Council, will be paid before the signage is erected.  
3. The term of Sponsorship shall be one year commencing on 2nd September 2019.  Thereafter, the Council may agree to renew the arrangement for a further year by mutual agreement of the sponsor. If this is, the payment shall be made on or before the first Monday in September 2020.  


4. The signage must be in full compliance with Roads Service Policy and Procedure Guide E004 and be approved by the Council. It shall be provided by the bidder and delivered to the stated works depot, to be erected by Fermanagh and Omagh District Council.  The Bidder shall be responsible for replacement of signage when such signage is damaged, stolen or becomes unsightly due to age.


5. Signage shall not exceed in size 750 long x 300 deep.  Plates shall be supported on tubular posts with plate having 150mm clearance off the ground. The plate shall be of 11 gauge aluminium.  Signs shall be non retroreflective and must not be illuminated. Sponsorship wording and the layout of the sign must be approved by the Council before signs are erected.


6. Only one company will sponsor each identified location.


7. Sponsorship signs will not be erected until payment is received in full.


8. Offers must be submitted on the offer form.


9. The Council is not bound to accept the highest or any offer of Sponsorship 
10. The signs must conform and align with the Council’s Good Relations Strategy. Any signage that may be considered to be of a sensitive or controversial nature may be referred to the Council for approval. 

11. The Council reserves the right to remove advertising signs at any time withinin the sponsorship period without reimbursement of cost.
