	Name of the Programme
	Elite Athlete Gold Card Scheme



	Brief Description 


	The Scheme is to support and provide assistance to sporting individuals who have been selected or qualified to represent their sport at National, European, and/or International level through a performance based process.
Consideration will be given to applicants who are participating at the highest levels within their sport. Athletes maybe competing in Junior, Senior and Veterans competitions.
Subject to a successful application, athletes will be issued an Elite Athlete Gold Card and permitted to use identified facilities owned and managed by Fermanagh and Omagh District Council.
Applications will be received on an ongoing basis. Applications will only be assessed if all the necessary information has been provided. 

Council may defer applications if further information is required or if the application form and supporting evidence is not completed properly.

Submission of an application does not necessarily mean that an Elite Athlete Gold Card will be issued.
The Elite Athlete Gold Card holder may use the following Fermanagh and Omagh District Council facilities;

· Bawnacre Centre - fitness suite.
· Castle Park Leisure Centre - fitness suite.
· Fermanagh Lakeland Forum - fitness suite, swimming pool and athletics track.
· Omagh Leisure Complex - fitness suite, swimming pool and athletics track.



	Additional Information
	The Elite Athlete Gold Card will be issued to athletes for a minimum period of 6 months and up to a maximum period of 12 months, and will be subject to terms and conditions of use.
Elite Athlete Gold Cards must be shown at each facility before use and a record will be taken of the facilities used. Please note entry will not be permitted without a card being produced.
Applicants using fitness facilities must comply with all existing user policies and procedures, e.g., including booking and paying for inductions if required.
Applicants using the swimming pool and athletics track will use the facilities as per normal Centre operating procedures, management, and facility availability.

If the athlete is no longer involved in their sport or has been released from their duties e.g., due to non-selection or injury, then the Athlete must declare this and return their card immediately. Failure to do so may impact future membership of the Scheme.
Elite Athlete Gold Cards are non-transferable. Any misuse of the Elite Athlete Gold Card will result in immediate cancellation of the card.
Any Athlete, who misuses the card, causes annoyance to members of the public or is abusive to Council staff, will have their card cancelled with immediate effect.
Council reserves the right to review a card holder at any time. Applicants will be assessed and reviewed on an individual basis.


	Programme Specific Criteria 


	Applicants must;
· Be involved in an amateur capacity.

· Be nominated (selected / qualified) for National / European / International duties.

· Reside within the Fermanagh & Omagh District Council area (unless currently studying at College or University).
· Provide a signed letter from a National Governing Body of Sport (NGB), confirming;

· nomination (selected / qualified) for National / European / International duties including relevant details proposed completion(s).

· that the athlete is currently at the highest levels within their sport i.e., ranked in the top ten athletes nationally, or currently in a National team. 
· NGB must be recognised by a Sports Council e.g., Sport NI, Sport Ireland, UK/GB; or the NGB is affiliated to a NGB recognised by a Sports Council. This letter must be submitted with the Sports Bursary application. 

· Check and confirm that the NGB is recognised by a Sports Council e.g., Sport NI, Sport Ireland, UK/GB; or the NGB is affiliated to a NGB recognised by a Sports Council. Please click the links below:

· If required, provide evidence that the NGB is affiliated to a NGB recognised by a Sports Council. This must be a signed letter from the NGB that the NGB is affiliated to.
The following is ineligible criteria:

1. Applicants living outside the Fermanagh and Omagh District Council area.

2. Professional athletes.

3. Applicants who have not been selected to compete at National / European / International level.
4. No signed letter from the NGB confirming the selection of the person seeking the bursary.
5. NGB is not recognised by a Sports Council e.g., Sport NI, Sport Ireland, UK/GB; the NGB is not affiliated to a NGB recognised by a Sports Council; and/or no evidence that the NGB is affiliated to a NGB recognised by a Sports Council.
6. Inclusion in training / development camps and programmes, or friendly events.

7. Coaches, Trainers or Referees will not be considered.
